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I have been a teacher at the Escuela Libre de Derecho for about ?? years. The year I met Palmira Granados Moreno I was teaching the second course of Administrative Law in the fifth year of Law.

The assignments that I requested from her were about International Trade, Intellectual Property, and Antitrust Law. Among other things, she had to give solutions to certain problems related to the aforementioned areas, to comment actual situations from the news, and to work in study groups to prepare solutions in writing for the case studies that I prepared for the class. At the end of the year, Palmira had to present an oral examination before three examiners, she got an almost perfect grade (9.5/10), and the subjects of her examination were Intellectual Property and Communication Channels.

The following year I had the honour of being part of the jury in her successful professional examination. Her thesis was about Copyright and was titled "The use of digital signatures as a way to protect moral rights of intellectual works distributed via Internet", and her case study was about the right of life of the unborn child of a woman declared legally dead.

On this basis I would sustain that she is capable of doing quality independent research by searching and organizing relevant material, analyzing and criticizing the positions of others, and developing and defending her own arguments.

Because of those reasons, I would sustain that Palmira is a very good candidate for a LLM degree.
