To whom it may concern,

I met Palmira when she was writing her professional thesis about Copyright. She wrote about digital signatures in order to protect moral rights of the kind of works that are distributed through the Internet, a theme that really interests me since it is one of the subjects that I work in. During this time, I had the opportunity to evaluate her research and writing skills. I would say that she proved that she is able to analyze the legislation and literature from other cultures and to summarize the material that she read. It should be noted that her subject is highly original, considering that Intellectual Property is hardly taught at her school, and that use of the Internet has hardly permeated this school. In this sense I would say that she has more to contribute as a scholar than as a practicing attorney, not because she would not do that well, but because her brand of highly original thought is rarely seen at a school geared towards the practical aspects of the legal profession.

I was a member of the jury at her professional examination where I observed that she has outstanding rhetorical skills. The way she debated while defending her position on the case study assigned to her for her professional examination (a requirement for the bachelor’s degree in Mexico) was excellent. I have no doubt that she could hold her own at a court of law, this criterion being the reason why the tradition of oral examinations is still kept at the Free School of Law, a school that broke away from the National Autonomous University of Mexico (considered by some to be the best university of Mexico) over an academic dispute, and yet came to be regarded as the best for legal studies.
