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I have been studying intellectual property for about three years. I started being interested in this subject while searching for my thesis theme. I noticed that copyright legislation in my country is not completely appropriate for the new information technology because it neglects to understand and keep the main purpose of Intellectual Property. While reading many authors, I came to observe that some authors are even mistaken about the basis of Copyright.

As a result, I decided to research the legislation and literature of other countries. I studied the United States, Canada, France, and Spain. I found background material and some modern proposals. This information helped me to write my thesis, with which I obtained my lawyer’s degree, about the use of digital signatures as a way of protecting the moral rights of intellectual works distributed through the Internet. In it I make an original proposal for a national registry of public keys that would be given the validity of signatures and recognized as a claim of copyright. My professional examination was, in its majority, about my thesis subject, and before five examiners. Because of this event, I had the opportunity to discuss with five experts in Intellectual Property about my interests.

Later, I was invited to participate giving a talk about Copyright and Technology in the First National Congress of Legality Culture and Legal Informatics, where I was able to listen to what other experts have to say and to debate with them. 

In my professional practice, I have been involved as a consultant with organizations such as the CONSOL (National Free Software Congress) and the Mexican Mathematical Society. I am currently working with the National Pedagogical University in the elaboration and execution of Copyright agreements.
For my Master, I am interested in continuing my study of Copyright and Information Technology, and particularly of Intellectual Property in Free Software. In the latter, I am interested in studying the impact of this social movement on the Copyright system, for example the proposed Copyleft. Free Software is a kind of intellectual work that would not exist without globalization, and several other qualities of digital intellectual property released in the global network, because of the extreme form of collaboration that some of its more massive projects require. Therefore, the study of Copyleft, which is how the free software community addresses these problems, should shed some light on the current situation of Copyright.
