She comments that her plan of activities today corresponds to session 3, word processing.  Students will be asked to make a Reference Guide and an article related to an activity they’ve been involved with in their community.

	Additional observations
	The students in this course are from the 6th grade at the “Esperanza Villasana Heredia” Elementary School. (Key 34-1451), located very close to the library, on Paralela St., Col. Jose Maria Pino Suarez. The teacher Lourdes Moreno accompanies the group during the course. The school hasn’t installed the computer room yet and only 20% of the group has had any type of access to a computer before.
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	Describe the kinds of activities the students are doing at the beginning of the observation
	Observations:
Session 3, Batallón de San Patricio Library. With their abilities Folder, they go over the word-processing software and apply the exercises, they create documents, files, and print. 
Reflections:
The students seem to be familiar with their folders and the work dynamic.  

	For this activity, describe how the materials for the course of study are being used
	Observations:
The Ability Cards are used following all the steps. They go on to the activities section and make the create the reference guide and the article.

Reflections:
The students work as a team, with enthusiasm, relating the activities to their community. 

	For this activity describe how the teacher interacts with the student and how he is helping them to resolve their problems
	Observations:
In the classroom with a projector, the teacher shows images from the folder and explains them. The teacher watches how the students work on the activities. If there are doubts, he points them to the folder or gives them help to resolve them.

Reflections:
There is good communication between teacher and students. There is a sense of trust. 

	For this activity, describe the interaction between students and how they work together
	Observations:
The students work in pairs and work together well as a team. They talk about a theme to choose, design it on paper and apply it in Word on the computer.  
Reflections:
The students work well together since they already know each other from school. The more advanzed students help solve the other teams’ problems.

	For this activity, describe how the teacher is obtaining information about the students’ learning and what he does with this information to help the students
	Observations:
The teacher observes how the activity is developing and works on the weak points. He reflects on how their work could be improved and points them to their folders.

Reflections:
The professor is patient and stimulates the development of the students’ work, supporting their efforts and giving them feedback.

	Observations:
The program is followed. The Material is used. The activities are worked through. They work as a team. The students are helped and stimulated. The work is stored.
Reflections:
The students are very interested, since over 70% has never had contact with a computer before. The teacher applies the program well. It is beneficial to have two teachers working together with a group since the students recieve more attention. The professor does better in technological matters than in pedagogical ones.
