	Observations:
Izcalli Joven Session 4. A review of the last session is made; the students talk about the activities they took part in. They use their Student Folders and some of them read out the instructions. They go into the Activities; they work on sings for entering certain places in the community and make a post card. 
Reflections:
The students work slowly and lack motivation.  

	For this activity, describe how the materials for the course of study are being used
	Observations:
They use the Folder; they read the instructions and work through the corresponding activities. They take more time than is indicated for the activities. 

Reflections:
The students read but they don’t understand or retain the content of the instructions. 

	For this activity describe how the teacher interacts with the student and how he is helping them to resolve their problems
	Observations:
The student – teacher interaction lacks dynamic and motivation. The teacher clears up doubts and guides the group through the activities following. 
Reflections:
The handling of the group is poor and unmotivative. Little interest is observed on the part of the group. 

	For this activity, describe the interaction between students and how they work together
	Observations:
Teamwork is only partly present. Planing and design on paper is almost nonexistant. Their performance on the computer sis slow.  
Reflections:
Students share the computers and make some comments to each other, but they don’t seem enthused.

	For this activity, describe how the teacher is obtaining information about the students’ learning and what he does with this information to help the students
	Observations:
The teacher watches over the activities done by the students and resolves their doubts as they come along.

Reflections:
More communication and feedback is needed between the teacher and students. .

	Briefly describe what your students liked most. Why did they like it?
	What they most liked was the idea of creating their drawings on the computer, since there is no paper that gets dirty when erasing and they can change it as many times as they want.

	Briefly describe something that was difficult for your students Why was it intriguing for them?
	Handling the mouse, since most of them lacked a steady hand and couldn’t draw straight lines. However, they tried until they got it right.

	Briefly describe something that surprised your students. Why was it surprising?
