	Describe the kinds of activities the students are doing at the beginning of the observation
	Observations:
They start today with session #6. 1. – Following-up on the previous class, Adan began by discussing with the students who are familiar with diagrams, if they believe them to be of use in their daily lives. 2. – He explains what a cell is and draws a table on the chalkboard. 3. – He returns to the idea of sharing and invites students to ask those who overcame the challenges how they did it. 4. – He sets the time limits and asks them to plan-out their activity before getting on the computer. 
Reflections:
I think he makes an effort for the concepts to be as clear as possible. He loses a bit of patience when he realizes that the students haven’t fully comprehended. He stays within the time limits marked by the model. I feel him to be in a hurry in order to fit into the times stipulated for each activity.  

	For this activity, describe how the materials for the course of study are being used
	Observations:
He reminds them of the sheet of abilities, “Remember you have a sheet of abilities”. They set apart the session’s sheet using it as a card. He asks them, if they are not presently using the folder, to set it in a place where it will give them more room to work. In this Center, the material is utilized as cards. I can see that in some cases the cards are getting worn-out from the standard use of students. 
Reflections:
The materials are appreciated by the students; they consider them valuable and I think that they do have influence in this community which hardly has access to any bibliographic or reference material, this being so even though the CCA is located in a library. 

	For this activity describe how the teacher interacts with the student and how he is helping them to resolve their problems
	Observations:
This is the area in which he performs best; he constantly refers to the folders and, when he is asked a question related to the topic, he answers: “Have you looked in your folder?”  He directs them to specific page numbers. He doesn’t give them the answer; instead he invites them to find it together. 
Reflections:
It is clear to me that Adan is committed to the Center and the course. He makes an effort to answer more questions and give better answers to the students’ doubts. I like the attitude of NOT resolving everything for the students; he invites them to inquire more and to use the Folder as support. 

	For this activity, describe the interaction between students and how they work together
	Observations:
A sense of harmony is evident in the group. The students show interest and have no problem sharing their knowledge and work.  
Reflections:
The students know each other and have no problem interacting. The problem I observe may be related to gender: girls with boys and boys with girls. It is an area of indigenous Zoque who traditionally set strict limits on the chores done by each child. The role they are now playing, though it may not be readily evident, is changing little by little. 

	For this activity, describe how the teacher is obtaining information about the students’ learning and what he does with this information to help the students
	Observations:
I don’t think he has clarity on the ways his students are learning. He has initiative and enthusiasm, but he’s young and has little school education

Reflections:
I think this is a good Center; it needs pedagogic support since it has two fundamental things: initiative and commitment.

	Dedicate a moment, or perhaps a minute, to describe sequentially together some of the things you are observing and that you have described in the previous spaces
	Observations:
It is a good Center, with plenty of enthusiasm, discipline and commitment. With their 9 machines and their internet connection, they could function very well.
Reflections:
I conclude with two things: 1. – There is a need for pedagogic support in order to improve their learning behaviors. 2. – Even though the community is highly marginalized, it has a promising future for possible Innovative Minds Courses. The Center is highly sought after and I believe they deserve an opportunity for access to different forms of leaning.

SOCIODEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE

Ethnic Groups
In Chiapas, the indigenous population makes up 24.98% of the state’s total. In the municipality, 55.31% of the inhabitants are indigenous, of which 1.79% are monolingual; the predominant ethnicity is Zoque. At a regional level, the percentage of the indigenous population is 36.59.  

Demographic Development
The municipality’s total population is 8,566. This makes up 2.64% of the region’s population and 0.22% of the state’s. 50.13% are men and 49.87% are women. Its structure is predominantly young; 72% of its inhabitants are under 30 and the median age is 17. 

The total population of the municipality is distributed the following way: 15.15% in an urban location and 84.85% in rural locations which make up 97.56% of the total number of locations in the district. The regional and state percentages for localities with this ranking were of 98.08 and 99.09 respectively (Diagram 1).

Education 

In the year 2000, the municipality showed an illiteracy level of 45.17%, down from 55.61% in 1990. At the moment, the state’s average is at 22.91%. (Diagram 2)

	Drawing, painting, changing the color of their images, etc. They expressed that it takes less work changing the appearance of their drawings than it would on paper, since there are more tools available on the computer.

	At the beginning of the first diagram session they didn’t know how to write their names in various ways. They also didn’t know how to erase their mistakes.

	Briefly describe something that surprised your students. Why was it surprising?
	The children’s imagination, some of them looked for ways to resolve their doubts by seeking help from their fellows or in their folders.

	Briefly describe something you would modify in the program in order to better help the students. Why is this change necessary?
	Time periods, I think there isn’t enough time for each session, since the children are new and unfamiliar with the computing tools. Thus it is difficult for them to get through the activities fully.
